The competition course has been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C(4) . The copy

 of such certification is on file with USA Swimming & Georgia Swimming. The pool

 depth at the start end is 5 feet and 5 feet at the turn end.
Concessions:
Basic concessions will be provided. A hospitality area will be provided for all officials and coaches.

Rules:
Current USA Swimming rules will govern the conduct of this meet unless herein noted otherwise.  Positive check-in will be required for all deck-seeded events. Swimmers will be responsible for swimming in their assigned heats and lanes.  The meet referee has discretion to determine the need to do dive-over starts during the competition.
“Any swimmer entered in the meet, unaccompanied by a USA Swimming member coach, must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water.  It is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement. “

Scratch Rule:
The Georgia Scratch Rule adopted 04/18/10 will be in effect (available at www.gaswim.org
Eligibility:
Open to the first four hundred (400) swimmers registered with USA Swimming.
Entry Limit:
Swimmers in all ages may compete in no more than four (4) individual events per day.  Swimmers exceeding the daily limit will be disqualified from the last event(s) of that day. 
Entry Format:
Submit entries in standard data format (SDIF) or Hy-tek (preferred) or on a standard meet entry form.  Entries must include each swimmer’s USA Swimming registration number, first and last name, age, and seed time for each event entered. A printed copy of all entries, fees, and a completed and signed liability release form must accompany the disk. 

Entry Deadline:
All entries must be received at the address below by 6:00 pm, October 31, 2011.  Please waive signature for overnight deliveries.  E-mail entries may be made to blufins1@gmail.com  provided that the entry disk, hard copy, fees, and liability release form are received by the entry deadline.  A confirmation e-mail will be sent to all teams.  The order of events is available in Hy-tek format at www.carrolltonbluefins.com.

Late Entries:
Late entries will be accepted on a first come/first served basis if open lanes are available and will be seeded with a no time.  No additional heats will be created for pre-seeded events.  Late entries will be accepted at the meet up to the time clerk of course closes before each session (see schedule under “Check-In”).  Late entry fees will be doubled for individual and relay events, that is, $8.00 per individual event.  Late entered swimmers must present proof of USAS registration to the clerk of course.

Seeding:
All events will be pre-seeded with the exception of the 500 Free and 400 IM. These events will require a positive check-in according to the schedule outlined below under “Check-in.”

Format:
All events will be conducted as timed finals.
500 Free:  The 500 Free will be swum fastest to slowest, alternating girls and boys.   All 500 Free events will be deck-seeded after positive check-in.  Check-in is required by 5:00 PM on Friday.
400 IM:  All swimmers will swim fastest to slowest, alternating girls and boys.  All 400 IM events will be deck-seeded after positive check-in.  Check-in is required by 5:00 PM on Friday.

Disability Swimmers:  Coaches for teams that have disabled swimmers competing must notify the meet referee at the coaches meeting. Disabled swimmers will compete in the 50, 100, and 200-yard events.  Upon request from the coach or by looking at times the swimmer may swim the 50’s during the 100 able body 100 events, 100’s during the 200 events, and 200’s during the 400 events.  The swimmers will swim in their correct age groups.  The following events will be offered; 50 and 100 Free, Breast, Back, and Fly.  The 200 Free will be offered during the 400 Free, and the 200 IM will be offered during the 400 IM.

Warm-Up:
 Warm-up procedures and rules will be posted and must be followed.  Lanes and warm-up times may be assigned and will be posted on the website (www.carrolltonbluefins.com) and at the pool.  All teams will be required to furnish at least one coach with current USA Swimming certification to supervise each warm-up.

Officials:
The Carrollton Bluefins Swim Team welcomes visiting officials and will appreciate help in officiating this competition.  Any certified official or apprentice registered with USA Swimming wishing to officiate or apprentice at any session must sign in prior to the required officials meeting which is held thirty minutes before the start of each session.   All officials must present at check-in current (2010-2011 or 2011-2012)  USA Swimming registration cards and current LSC certification cards.  
Liability Release:
Georgia Swimming, Inc., USA Swimming, Inc., Carrollton Bluefins Swim Team and the Carrollton Parks, Recreation and Cultural Arts Department shall be free from any liabilities or claims for damages arising by reason of injury to anyone during the conduct of the meet.

          SCRATCH RULE

The Scratch Rule used in all meets in Georgia where the meet format has preliminary

heats, consolation finals, and finals is the same "Scratch Rule" as that found in the current

USA Swimming Rules and Regulations. Certain LSC additions listed below apply to all

timed final meets as well.

“D. Scratching from finals:

1. Any swimmer qualifying for a C, B, or A (bonus and consolation

final or) final race in an individual event who fails to compete in

said final shall be barred from further competition for the

remainder of the meet. A declared false start or deliberate delay

of meet is not permitted and will be regarded as a failure to

compete.

2. In the event of withdrawal or barring of a swimmer from

competition the Referee shall fill the C, B, or A (bonus and

consolation final or) final, when possible, with the next qualified

swimmer(s). First and second alternates shall be announced along

with the final qualifiers. These alternates shall not be penalized if

unavailable to compete in the finals.

3. Where C and B (bonus and consolation) finals have not been swum

and a barring or withdrawal is known to the Referee, the Referee

shall re-seed the C, B, or A (bonus final, consolation final or) final,

if necessary, to insert the alternate(s) in the appropriate lane(s),

filling all lanes in the final.

4. If the C or B (bonus and consolation) final has already been

contested, the companion final shall be swum without reseeding

for the empty lane(s).

E. Exceptions for failure to compete – No penalty shall apply for failure to

withdraw or compete in an individual event if:

1. The Referee is notified in the event of illness or injury and accepts the

proof thereof.

2. A swimmer qualifying for a C, B or A (bonus or consolation final or) final

race based upon the results of the preliminaries notifies the Referee within

thirty (30) minutes after announcement of the qualifiers for that race that

they may not intend to compete and further declares their final intentions

within thirty (30) minutes following their last individual preliminary

event.

3. It is determined by the Referee that failure to compete is caused by

circumstances beyond the control of the swimmer.”

LSC ADDITIONS:

1. Swimmers that qualify for any additional heats beyond the above mentioned “C, B

and A” final races will also be subject to the above rules concerning scratching from

finals.

2. In deck seeded events, a swimmer who has checked in, been seeded and fails to

compete in said event, shall be barred from his or her next individual event, except

as noted in section E above. This rule also applies in timed finals meets where the meet

management has placed limits on the number of heats to be contested or the number of

individual entries to be accepted for deck-seeded events, unless otherwise stated in the

Meet Information.

3. There is no scratch rule governing relays and there is no penalty regarding relay

scratches.

4. Qualifiers for all finals heats and first and second alternates are those as identified on

the original results of the preliminary heat.

5. The meet official designated to receive initial intentions not to compete and final

intentions shall be announced at the beginning of each session. It is suggested that this

official be the Clerk of Course.

6. On the final day of LSC Championship competition, any swimmer who has checked in

for finals and fails to show will be assessed a $50 fine. This fine must be paid before the

next LSC Championship meet in which the swimmer intends to compete or the swimmer

will be barred from competition.

7. “Positive check-in” , (for deck seeding), designating a swimmer’s intent to swim a

race, shall be denoted by the swimmer’s or coach’s initials next to the swimmer’s name

on the official entry sheet posted at the Clerk of Course.
